Haus Brlcke exists since 1983

In Haus Briicke we have about 130-150

short time-guestsin the ageof 4-17

years every year

A Most of our guests have different
diagnoses, for example mental or
physical disabilities, autism, epilepsy,
behavioural problems

A Our guestsstay in Haus Briicke from 2

nights up to 6 weeks, in the caseof an
emergency in the family for evenlonger
periods of time and sometimes even until

permanent place in a different house can be
found

A Haus Briicke was rebuilt in 2005
in the neighbourhood of other
facilities, where about 65 young
people with different disabilities
live permanently and closeto a special
school for children with disabilities

A That gives us the bestchancesto stay
in a very near contact to all these

A Haus Briicke is part of the vBS Bethel,
one of the biggest European
organisations, that offers support to
more than 5.500personsin very

A Haus Briicke alsois part of becura
e.V., a nonprofit organisation,
consisting of 15short time placesin
the middle -north of Germany with the
goal to support families with the often
hard work of caring for their disabled
family members at home, by offering
individual and professionel help in
short time services
